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When health officials in Tennessee wanted to ensure resources to fight COVID-19 were reaching all
pregnant people and babies across the state...

They turned to SET-NET.
These data showed that COVID-19 widened the gap in access to care for some pregnant people.
In Tennessee, Hispanic pregnant people were more likely to get COVID-19.

So, health officials joined forces with community partners to focus delivery of updated information and
targeted outreach in areas among groups of people with low vaccination rates.

SET-NET data helped health officials prioritize their resources for people who needed them most, and
collaboration between public health and communities in Tennessee served to protect families from
COVID-19.
